○ As‌ ‌of‌ ‌June‌ ‌25,‌ ‌55‌ ‌Emergency‌ ‌Assistance‌ ‌Applications‌ ‌have‌ ‌been‌ ‌received.‌‌ 
Of‌ ‌those,‌ ‌38‌ ‌applications‌ ‌were‌ ‌approved,‌ ‌3‌ ‌were‌ ‌over‌ ‌income,‌ ‌2‌ ‌were‌ ‌over‌‌ 
asset‌ ‌and‌ ‌8‌ ‌failed‌ ‌to‌ ‌provide‌ ‌income-asset‌ ‌verification.‌ ‌ 

○ On‌ ‌June‌ ‌23,‌ ‌Supervisor‌ ‌Bassi‌ ‌gave‌ ‌a‌ ‌report‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌Highland‌ ‌Park‌‌ 
Community‌ ‌Foundation‌ ‌Board‌ ‌about‌ ‌Moraine‌ ‌Township‌ ‌services‌ ‌during‌ ‌the‌‌ 
COVID-19‌ ‌pandemic.‌ ‌She‌ ‌reported‌ ‌that‌ ‌Township‌ ‌Staff‌ ‌have‌ ‌made‌‌ 
wellness‌ ‌calls‌ ‌to‌ ‌clients.‌ ‌Eligible‌ ‌residents‌ ‌have‌ ‌been‌ ‌signed‌ ‌up‌ ‌for‌‌ 
Medicaid‌ ‌and‌ ‌SNAP.‌ ‌Many‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Emergency‌ ‌Application‌ ‌recipients‌ ‌have‌‌ 
now‌ ‌returned‌ ‌to‌ ‌work‌ ‌full-time‌ ‌or‌ ‌part-‌ ‌time.‌ ‌A‌ ‌big‌ ‌issue‌ ‌confronting‌ ‌our‌‌ 
clients‌ ‌with‌ ‌children‌ ‌is‌ ‌the‌ ‌lack‌ ‌of‌ ‌structured‌ ‌activity‌ ‌for‌ ‌children.‌ ‌ 

○ Thanks‌ ‌to‌ ‌a‌ ‌generous‌ ‌community,‌ ‌donations‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌Moraine‌ ‌Township‌‌ 
Charitable‌ ‌Fund,‌ ‌Inc.‌ ‌total‌ ‌$213,579.90.‌ ‌Over‌ ‌$100,00.00‌ ‌has‌ ‌been‌ ‌spent‌‌
