
Summary Recommendations for FY11-12 to the Board of Trustees
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Presentation to the Board April 28, 2011
Below are summaries of the recommendations for FY11-12 funding from the Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee.

Grant Advisors who took part in the deliberations were: Harry Crane, Chair;  Judith Datz, Wendi Ezgur, Matthew Ferrari, Mark Gilhooley, Beth Olderman and Board liaisons Bryna Gamson and Jackie Schechter.

The Township received 25 agency applications. The Committee has recommended funding support for 23 of those 25 agencies, involving 27 different programs.  Five proposals were new ones, from new agencies or on behalf of a program not previously proposed (those recommended noted below as "new").  A total of $214,100 was requested.  The Township's FY11-12 budget allowed for up to $170,000 to be allocated among selected applicant agencies; the Committee recommends $166,000 be allocated at this time.  Once again, we were disappointed to discover that some agencies supported by the Township in the past either failed to or decided not to apply this year.  Others who failed to apply last year, however, did submit proposals on time this year.

A separate chart is provided for comparison of annual requests and recommendations.

A SAFE PLACE

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to A Safe Place in the amount of $2,500 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support A Safe Place's general operating budget to serve as the principal comprehensive domestic violence shelter and counseling program in the Lake County area.

The agency's mission is to reach out to women and children affected by domestic violence.  A Safe Place provides a comprehensive range of services to meet the needs of women and children facing abuse. The crisis line has bilingual Spanish speakers available.

Last year the agency served 243 clients living in Moraine Township, which represents 3.95% of their overall client population.  The amount recommended for funding is 0.12% of the overall agency budget. 

A Safe Place received $2,500 during the previous FY10-11. This year, they requested $2,500.

CANCER WELLNESS CENTER
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to the Cancer Wellness Center in the amount of $3,000 for FY11-12. 

The funding is recommended for general operating support for cancer support services to Moraine Township residents.

Cancer Wellness Center’s mission is to empower those affected by cancer through psychosocial support and education to enhance the quality of their lives. Cancer patients, survivors, and family members report a better quality of life when they can share their feelings/experiences, receive support in a confidential environment, and learn to live life as a survivor (or family member of a survivor).

The Cancer Wellness Center serves approximately 233 Moraine Township residents through 1,882 clinical contacts (and not just once but through regular clinical visits) which is 23% of the agency population. 

They requested $5,000 which is less than 1% of their total operating budget.  We have recommended $3,000 which is still less than 1% of their overall budget.  The Cancer Wellness Center did not apply for funding in FY10-11. They received $2,500 for FY09-10 from Moraine Township.

CAREER RESOURCE CENTER

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Career Resource Center (CRC) in the amount of $5,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support Career Resource Center's general operating costs to provide services to residents in employment transition.

CRC provides professional assistance, on a non-sectarian basis, to individuals in employment transition, a unique service that would otherwise be lacking in the community and one that is delivered exclusively by a cadre of 115 plus volunteers.  CRC offers education, training and mentoring in a supportive environment, ultimately guiding clients toward greater economic self-sufficiency and long-term independence.

The agency's mission is “… to empower clients to conduct an effective job search.”

Last year the agency served 73 Township residents plus 24 who attended programs, which represents 8% of their overall client population.  For FY11-12 CRC plans to serve 97 Township residents which represent approximately 8% of total clients. The amount recommended for funding is less than 2% of the agency’s overall budget.

The agency requested $5,000 this year. They were awarded $5,000 for FY10-11.

CENTER FOR ENRICHED LIVING

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to the Center for Enriched Living (CEL) in the amount of $2,500 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended to support the Center for Enriched Living’s general operating costs to provide social enrichment and skill development services to residents with developmental disabilities. 

CEL is a non-residential, social enrichment and skill development center serving individuals with developmental disabilities, primarily mild to moderate.  The agency’s mission is “…to enrich the lives of people with developmental disabilities and to include more residents of Moraine Township in learning new skills, practicing old ones, making friends, having fun and finding a place to belong.”

The agency served 48 Township residents, which constitutes 10% of their overall client population. CEL proposes to serve approximately the same number of residents for this funding period. The amount recommended for funding is less than .17% of the agency’s overall budget.

CEL requested $3,000 this year. Last year they received $2,500.

COLLEGE BOUND OPPORTUNITIES/CBO

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to College Bound Opportunities (CBO) of Highland Park in the amount of $10,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended to support College Bound’s Scholars Program serving economically disadvantaged local students. 

CBO selects high achieving, underserved students that have completed an application and participated in a face to face interview in their junior year. Once selected as a CBO scholar, the student is paired with a coach who builds a strong relationship with the scholars and his or her family. Coaches sign a contract with CBO for six years of continuous service in order to follow the student through college graduation helping them navigate the college application process, including school visits, application and financial aid filing, course requirements, problem solving, ongoing encouragement, as well as finding jobs while in college and upon graduation. 

The agency's mission is to coach economically disadvantaged students to unleash their potential, graduate college, pursue meaningful professions, and inspire others to follow in their footsteps.

Approximately 61 Highland Park students, currently ranging from 15 Juniors at HPHS to 3 Seniors in college, and their families would be served by this project.

The amount recommended for funding is 11% of the project budget and 2.6% of their total budget.

College Bound Opportunities requested $10,000 this year. They were awarded $10,000 for FY10-11, the first year they applied.

COMMUNITY PARTNERS FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING (CPAH) 

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Community Partners for Affordable Housing in the amount of $4,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support costs of the Community Partners for Affordable Housing “Scattered Site Preservation Program.” 

The agency's mission is to increase and preserve affordable housing opportunities throughout Lake County via high-integrity, high-impact services and partnerships that protect and empower consumers and communities.  They aim to preserve affordable purchased and rental housing for low and moderate-income households in Moraine Township.

The agency serves 31 current residents living in Moraine Township with five new proposed households which represent 97% of their overall client population.  The amount recommended for funding is under 2.8% of the overall agency budget.  

Community Partners for Affordable Housing (under their former name, Highland Park Illinois Community Land Trust/HPICLT) received $3,250 for FY09-10. They did not apply for funding support during the previous FY10-11. This year, they requested $5,000.

EQUESTRIAN CONNECTION (new)

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Equestrian Connection in the amount of $2,500 for FY11-12

Funding is recommended to support Equestrian Connection ConnecTeen, an equine assisted therapeutic program for teen girls. 

The 12 week program deals with low self-esteem, eating disorders, anxiety disorders, depression, bullying and relationship issues. EC has never turned someone in need away for any of its programs.

The mission of the agency is to help participants recognize emotional and behavioral patterns then provide a safe and challenging environment in which to foster change and development.

For this proposal, Equestrian Connection ConnectTeen will serve 25 children who are Moraine Township residents, which is 80% of the proposal population.  Additionally, 50 program volunteers reside in Moraine Township.

This is the first time Equestrian Connection has requested funding from Moraine Township. They requested $9,600, representing 29% of the program budget and < 1% of their total budget. 

The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $2,500 for the Equestrian Connection. The amount recommended for funding is less than 1% of their total budget.

FAMILY NETWORK

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Family Network in the total amount of $27,000 (as follows, per their application) for FY11-12 .   Funding is recommended to support program costs to provide services through the Parent/Child Drop-in Center, the After School Activity Program, and the Right From the Start Program.

The Family Network programs all share the same missions:


Influence quality parent-child and family interactions


Promote healthy child development


Enhance the confidence and competence of parents of young children


Reduce the isolation felt by many parents of young children


Link families with community resources and facilitate their use


Facilitate the development of mutual support networks among parents

The agency serves almost 1,400 Moraine Township residents, which represents 85% of its overall client population.  The total amount recommended for funding is 3% of the overall agency budget.  Family Network received $25,000 during the previous FY10-11.  This year they requested $27,000. 

Drop-in Center   Funding of $7,000 is recommended to support Family Network Parent/Child Drop-in Center's program costs to provide services including:


Drop-in child care from birth to age four (including a bilingual program)


Parent education speakers


Postpartum support group


Social work consultation


Resource and referrals

The amount recommended for funding is 4% of the program budget.  The Drop-in Center received $7,000 during FY10-11.  This year, they requested $7,000. The Grant Advisory Committee recommends this amount.

After School Activity Program (ASAP)  Funding of $10,000 is recommended to support Family Network After School Activity Program’s program costs to provide affordable, convenient and safe quality after-school care for children in afternoon kindergarten through fifth grade.  

The amount recommended for funding is 5% of the program budget.  ASAP received $10,000 during FY10-11.  This year, they requested $10,000.  The Grant Advisory Committee recommends this amount.

Right From the Start Program (RFTS)   Funding of $10,000 is recommended to support Right From the Start’s program costs to provide services allowing for early intervention during pregnancy or soon after the birth of the child, providing knowledge and facilitating behavior changes that positively affect the parent-child relationship.  In addition, the program seeks to prevent long-term problems such as premature birth, child abuse, neglect, and other issues that hinder children from optimally developing.  

The amount recommended for funding is 2% of the program budget.  RFTS received $8,000 during FY10-11.  This year, they requested $10,000.  The Grant Advisory Committee recommends this amount.

FAMILY SERVICE: 

Prevention, Education & Counseling NFP
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Family Service in the amount of $17,500 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended to support the program referred to as “Individual & Family Counseling and Prevention Services.”

The agency's mission is to provide high quality counseling and support services to families, children and seniors, turning no client away due to an inability to afford services.  They have increased bilingual/bicultural services each year to meet the needs of an evolving local population.

The agency overall served 1,993 Township residents last year, which represents 48% of the total clients served. For the Counseling program during 2010, they provided a total of 2,751 hours of service (not including services at the Nuestro Center) to 444 Township residents (157 were Latinos).  

Family Service received $16,000 for this program last year from the Township. They requested $17,500 this year. The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $17,500.

FAMILY SERVICE: 

Prevention, Education & Counseling NFP

Nuestro Center

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends program funding support for Nuestro Center of Family Service in the amount of $5,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended to support the Nuestro Center program which will be operating from a new location (742 Sheridan Road in Highwood) in 2011. 

The program supports the needs of low-income families chiefly from Mexico by offering resources that help children and adults achieve their full potential. All of the Center's programs are based on the central objective of ensuring that families have the necessary resources and assistance they need to assimilate into American society. Emphasis is on children.  Services include a nutrition program, social services and a developmentally appropriate after-school curriculum.  Three central elements are the after-school programming and tutoring; parent support programs, including health and ESL; and referral and advocacy services. Some programs are held in the evening.

In 2010, Nuestro provided services to 993 Latino residents. The amount recommended for funding is approximately 2% of the Nuestro Center budget.  As with all of the Family Service programs, services are provided to all regardless of ability to pay.

Family Service received Township funding in the amount of $5,000 for Nuestro FY10-11.  This year they requested $5,000. The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $5,000.

FAMILY SERVICE: 

Prevention, Education & Counseling NFP

Latino Seniors (new)

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends program funding support for Latino Seniors of Family Service in the amount of $1,000 for FY11-12.

Having interviewed Latino seniors concerning desired services and anticipating a new space for the Nuestro Center, Family Service proposes to provide programs for Latino seniors during the morning and early afternoon. Funding is recommended to help support the startup of this proposed new service.

This is the first time Family Service has requested funding for a Latino seniors program. This year their initial request is $5,000. No budget was submitted with this request.  The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $1,000.

 GLENKIRK
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Glenkirk in the amount $5,500 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support the Glenkirk Moraine Community Living Facility located on Green Bay Road in Highland Park. 

This facility is a transitional residential setting that allows individuals with developmental disabilities a setting where they can transition from a group home to more independent living. This is accomplished by providing guidance, supervision, training and other assistance to persons with mild or moderate developmental disability.

The agency's mission is to provide quality, lifetime supports and services that empower individuals with developmental disabilities to participate fully in all areas of community life.

The agency serves 154 Moraine Township residents which represents 11.3 % of their overall client population.  The full amount requested for funding is 1.2% of the overall agency budget.  For this project, 20 Moraine Township residents are served which represents 13% of the total program budget.

Glenkirk received $5,500 during the previous FY10-11. This year, they requested $8,000.

HIGHLAND PARK COMMUNITY NURSERY SCHOOL & DAY CARE CENTER

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Highland Park Community Nursery School and Day Care Center (Highland Park Community) in the amount of $20,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended for Highland Park Community's Day Care scholarship program, which assists families with low to moderate incomes by providing affordable, quality, early care and education for young children. Scholarships are for children 3 – 5 years old. Priority is given to families with single parents, teen parents and greatest need.

The mission of the agency is to provide childcare and education for children, ages 2 1/2 through 10 years old, so their parents may attain work or continue to work, thus enhancing their economic opportunities.

Highland Park Community serves 120 (school year/calendar year) children who are Moraine Township residents – 100% of their population.  For the proposed scholarship program, they will serve 6 to 8 children, which is about 30% of those in need. The $20,000 they requested is  28% of the proposal budget and 2% of their overall budget.

Highland Park Community received $18,000 during the previous FY10-11 from the Township. The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $20,000.

HIGHLAND PARK / HIGHWOOD HOME CHILD CARE ASSOCIATION
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Highland Park / Highwood Home Child Care Association in the amount of $5,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended for the Student Scholarship Program which serves one particular group of low-income families in our community – students at Highland Park High School who must find care for their infants so the students can earn their diplomas. The program pays the difference between the State of Illinois allotment for child care for low-income families (plus the required parent contribution) and the fees charged by local quality home child care providers.

The mission of the agency is to meet the need for quality infant and toddler care for families who live and/or work in our community.  The agency educates families about what to look for when seeking care, gives families the names of providers, educates providers so they offer quality care, collaborates with local and child care agencies and seeks ways that low income families in our community can have access to good child care.

The agency serves 65 Moraine Township residents which is 95% of their population. For the proposed program, they will serve 15 residents which is 66% of the proposal population. The $5,000 they requested is 12% of the program budget and 6.2% of their total budget.

The agency requested $5,000 this year. They were awarded $4,000 for FY10-11.

INTERFAITH HOUSING CENTER OF THE NORTHERN SUBURBS
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Interfaith Housing Center in the amount of $1,500 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support their Homesharing and Foreclosure Prevention Program.

Interfaith Housing Center of the Northern Suburbs is dedicated to housing justice by advancing open, inclusive and diverse communities throughout Chicago’s Northern suburbs. Interfaith provides direct services to persons with housing needs through fair housing investigation, foreclosure prevention and anti-predatory lending counseling, landlord/tenant advice and facilitating housing matches (averaging 41 per year).

The agency served 10 Moraine Township residents last year which represents 10% of their overall client population.  

Interfaith has applied and been funded in the past but did not apply for funding last year from Moraine Township. The agency requested $2,500 this year. The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $1,500.

JCYS/ GEORGE W. LUTZ FAMILY CENTER

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to The JCYS/ George W. Lutz Family Center in the amount of $8,500 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support JCYS/Lutz's program costs to provide tuition assistance/subsidies for the JCYS Champ Camp (formerly the JCYS Grand Slam Tennis Camp).  

This grant will allow the campers supported by Moraine Township (primarily low-income Latino students from Highwood who are enrolled in the summer school program at Oak Terrace Elementary) to participate.   The Camp seeks to provide opportunities for participants to develop confidence and self-esteem, healthy lifestyle habits, teamwork skills, and an appreciation for athletics and sportsmanship.  The Camp seeks to combat adolescent obesity and the long term risks of Type 2 diabetes, hypertension, coronary heart disease, sleep apnea and certain cancers.  Champ Camp will address a number of genetic and environmental factors that contribute to a high prevalence of overweight and obese individuals that occur in the low-income Latino population.

The Jewish Council for Youth Services (since 1907) impacts more than 20,000 individuals of all races, ethnicities, and religions each year.  They continue to provide a wide range of educational, recreational, and leadership programs that nurture individual growth and promote responsibility to others.  Overall, the agency serves over 450 Moraine Township residents, which represents 86% of their overall client population.  The amount they requested for funding is 14% of the project budget.  For this particular proposal, the JCYS Champ Camp expects to serve 65 under-served children.

JCYS/Lutz received $8,500 during the previous FY10-11.  This year, they requested $10,000.

THE JOSSELYN CENTER

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to The Josselyn Center in the amount of $5,500 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended to support The Josselyn Center’s program costs to provide outpatient mental health service for adults, children and adolescents.

Funding will also enable the Center to measure and monitor program quality, and achieve desired outcomes with regard to improvement to quality of life and functioning level of adults entering treatment. They have received the highest level of accreditation based upon standards set by the Center of Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities (CARF).  
The Josselyn Center serves 160 Moraine Township residents, which represents 16% of their overall client population.  The amount recommended for funding is 00.3% of the overall agency budget or project budget.  

The Josselyn Center did not apply during the previous FY10-11, but in a previous year, received $5,500.  This year, they requested $5,500.

LAMBS FARM 

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Lambs Farm in the amount of $1,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support Lambs Farm general operating costs to provide services for adults with developmental disabilities.  

Lambs Farm provides a residential community for adults with developmental disabilities to lead productive and fulfilling lives. Developmental disabilities are defined as severe, life-long disabilities manifested before age 22, including mental retardation, autism, cerebral palsy, epilepsy and other specific neurological conditions.

The Lambs Farm mission is “… empowering people with developmental disabilities to lead personally fulfilling lives.”

The agency served 10 Township residents last year, which represents 5% of their overall client population.  Lambs Farm proposes to serve approximately the same number of residents for this funding period.

The amount recommended for funding is less than 1% of the agency’s overall budget.

Lambs Farm received $1,000 last year from Moraine Township, the first year they applied. The $5,500 requested represents 0.05% of their total budget. The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $1,000 for Lambs Farm.

LINKS – NORTH SHORE YOUTH HEALTH SERVICE
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Links – North Shore Youth Health Service in the amount of $4,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended for general operating support for their youth health programs and services.

Links' mission is to support adolescents by providing them with the resources to make informed decisions about their health and sexuality. Links provides health education in the community and schools, medical treatment and counseling, support services for sexual minority youth, and mentoring for adolescent parents. Confidential services are offered in a safe, caring environment.  

The organization was in a transition period last year in regards to management.  A new Executive Director (Amy Skalinder) is leading the organization and it appears to be doing well. Links’ community education serves approximately 2,296 Moraine Township residents which is 14% of the agency population. The $4,000 recommended is less than 1% of their total budget. 

The agency received $3,000 in FY10-11 from the Township but had requested $7,000.  This year, they requested $4,000.

NURTURE (new)

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Nurture in the amount of $2,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support a Nurture program, Salud and Sabor: Highland Park/Highwood Cooking, Nutrition, and Wellness Education Program.

Costs underwritten provide nutritional, food preparation and healthy choice information in a hands-on setting for children and families.  Nurture is a local, grassroots organization founded in 2008 to address the issues of hunger, childhood obesity, wellness and an increasingly unhealthy food chain.

The Nurture mission is “to empower family members of all ages with the tools and resources needed to prepare healthy and delicious meals, even when faced with limited time and budget.”

The agency serves 2500 Township residents, which represents 78%  of their overall client population.  This proposal seeks to serve 3500 clients of whom 100% reside in Moraine Township.  The stated purpose for the grant would be to “give us the boost we need to expand our programming for this year.”

This is the first time Nurture has requested funding from Moraine Township. The $12,000 they  requested represented 21% of their overall budget and 43% of the specified program budget.

The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $2,000 for Nurture’s initial request.

SOUTHEAST LAKE COUNTY FAITH IN ACTION VOLUNTEERS

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to the Southeast Lake County Faith in Action Volunteers in the amount of $3,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended for program support, per their application, for “Capacity Building to increase caseload from 68 to 95”.  The goal is to increase SE Lake County Faith in Action’s ability to serve more elderly, disabled and/or chronically ill people by using volunteers to help them maintain independent living. 

The mission of SELCFIA is to enable disabled, chronically ill and elderly residents in our communities by helping them carry on with the normal, non-clinical activities of living independently such as grocery shopping, transportation, telephone reassurance, socialization, and respite care.

Currently 50% of SELCFIA care recipients reside in Moraine Township (approximately 34 residents).

Last year was the first time SELCFIA had requested funding from Moraine Township. This year’s $4,000 request would have covered 20% of the program budget (and 7% of total organizational budget).  The committee recommends FY11-12 funding at $3,000.

THE ART CENTER OF HIGHLAND PARK

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to The Art Center of Highland Park in the amount of $3,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended to support The Art Center’s project costs for a program, Make Art Count: Latino Women’s Jewelry Making & Quilting.

This is an educational outreach program that enables disadvantaged adults and children to express their creativity and experience personal and business success through the visual arts.  In addition to teaching basic art skills, this program teaches adult students marketable skills that provide a career direction through their art.

The agency's mission is to provide educational programs in the visual arts through multi-media classes and exhibitions to children and adults.

The agency asserts that this program will serve all Township residents.  Approximately 100 people would be served by this project, aimed at Nuestro Center participants and Latino women.

They were awarded $3,000 for FY10-11.  The Art Center requested $5,000 this year, 33% of the project budget.  The committee recommends $3,000.

TRI-CON CHILD CARE CENTER

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Tri-Con Child Care Center in the amount of $20,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support their Scholarship Program for non-TANF subsidized children.

Moraine Township residents who are involved in the Center’s scholarship program but do not receive TANF (government) funds need tuition underwriting. This program aims to provide economically attainable early care and education for children of lower income, minority families. 

Tri-Con Child Care Center’s mission is to promote the social, emotional, and cognitive skills of each child within a nurturing, developmentally appropriate atmosphere that ensures that every child is ready to succeed by the time he/she enters school.

Tri-Con overall serves 30 families living or working in Moraine Township. This proposal is in support of the 15 of 18 of those non-TANF children who are Moraine Township residents who require scholarship aid.  The amount recommended for funding is 5.1% of Tri-Con’s overall budget.

Tri-Con Child Care Center received $16,000 in Township funding for FY10-11. This year they requested $20,000.  The Committee recommends $20,000.

YWCA LAKE COUNTY (new)
The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to the YWCA Lake County in the amount of $2,000 for FY11-12.

Funding is recommended for the YWCA Lake County for general operating costs for local programs.

The Lake County YWCA is a dynamic, multi-faceted resource for Lake County families giving all women regardless of race, religion or economic status, the support and tools they need to transform their lives, be confident in their choices and raise healthy families.  The YWCA works to create opportunities for women’s growth, leadership and poser through education, advocacy and mission-based programs designed to assist women and girls achieve their full potential. The mission of the YWCA core program is to ensure that women, girls and their families have access to affordable, quality education and training, child care, healthcare and leadership development that support economic advancement. 

The agency serves 90 Moraine Township residents for this proposal, which represents 3.28% of their total population. 

This is the first time YWCA Lake County has requested funding from Moraine Township. The committee recommends FY11-12  funding at $2,000 for YWCA’s initial request.  The $2,000 represents less than 1% of their total budget.  They requested $5,000.

ZACHARIAS SEXUAL ABUSE CENTER

The Moraine Township Citizen Grant Advisory Committee recommends funding support to Zacharias Sexual Abuse Center in the amount of $5,000 for FY11-12. 

Funding is recommended to support the Zacharias Center’s Children’s Program. 

This program aims to promote the healing of children affected by sexual violence and to lessen the risk of future victimization and hardship. The main components of this program include: Children’s Counseling, Children’s Advocacy (24/7 hotline, crisis intervention, medical and legal advocacy), and the Community Education Program which includes --Child Assault Prevention (CAP) for preschoolers-8th grade; HS prevention Program aimed at education of date rape, gender equality risk education, which is presented in HS schools throughout the community; Professional Training, directed to professionals working with sex assault/abuse victims.

The Zacharias Sexual Abuse Center’s mission is to provide a place where survivors of sexual assault and abuse can heal and to mobilize the community toward action to end sexual violence.

The Children’s Program has served 1,723 Moraine Township residents, which represents 7% of the program's clients. The amount recommended for funding is a little more than 0.3 % of the overall budget.

The Zacharias Center received $3,500 in funding for FY10-11. This year they requested $10,000. We recommend funding at $5,000.
